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What is a SEND Information Report?

This report answers questions to provide parents and carers with information about the provision provided and arrangements made at Bosham Primary School in order to support children and young people with Special Educational Needs or Disabilities in their learning.

This information report adheres to the statutory Special Educational Needs and Disability (SEND) Code of Practice and the following legislation:
Part 3 of the Children and Families Act 2014, which sets out schools’ responsibilities for pupils with SEND and disabilities
The Special Educational Needs and Disability Regulations 2014, which set out schools’ responsibilities for education, health and care (EHC) plans, SEND Co-coordinators (SENDCos) and the SEND information report in schedule 1 regulation 51

Contextual Information

Every school is required to use their best endeavours to make sure that a child with SEND gets the support they need – this means doing everything they can to meet children and young people’s SEND. (SEND 0-25 Code of Practice, 2015, p92)
At Bosham Primary School we inspire children to become independent, creative, emotionally intelligent, resilient learners. We encourage curiosity and a passion for learning alongside high aspirations. Our aim is that all children, including those with Special Educational Needs or Disabilities, will leave us with the skills needed to be a successful life-long learner.  
At Bosham Primary School, we are able to provide this enriching education for children with a wide variety of needs, including physical or sensory needs, social communication and Autism, speech and language difficulties, emotional well-being difficulties, including children who have experienced trauma. We also have children with specific learning difficulties and global development delays.





How does Bosham Primary School know if children need extra help and what should I do if I think my child may have special educational needs?

We are committed to the early identification of Special Education Needs to ensure that all children are able to access all areas of the curriculum. We use a graduated response to meeting their needs in line with the 2014 SEND code of practice which outlines four areas of special educational need that include a range of difficulties and conditions:
· Communications and interaction.
· Cognition and learning.
· Social, emotional and mental health.
· Sensory and/or physical.

Children may have an identified learning difficulty on entry to school, or may develop a need requiring special educational provision at any time throughout their journey through school. At Bosham Primary School all teachers are responsible for developing a secure knowledge of each child in their class, through discussion with parents and by monitoring children’s progress through regular and non-invasive assessment. Progress meetings are held termly by the Class Teacher, Head Teacher and SENDCo, these meetings provide an opportunity to discuss children showing difficulties in accessing the learning and not making expected progress in relation to their peers. At this point advice is given to make reasonable adjustments to the learning to enable the child to make progress and the child is monitored. Parents are informed of the teachers concerns and are invited to share their own views or concerns. 
The Class Teachers and SENDCo have an open-door policy, parents are encouraged to email, phone and arrange face to face meetings if they have any concerns about their child’s progress.

How will the curriculum be matched to my child’s needs?
At Bosham Primary School all children will receive quality first teaching. As part of this quality first teaching the class teacher will provide an adapted curriculum based on the needs of the children in the class. If it is felt that a child is not making expected
progress then a graduated response will be adopted using the Code of Practice’s guidance of ‘Assess, Plan, Do, Review’ approach. The SENDCo, in partnership with the class teacher will plan a programme of targeted support called an Individual Support Plan, this will be shared with you and you will be encouraged to make changes where you feel necessary. This provides small, measureable targets, and details how these should be achieved through detailed intervention and support. Individual Support Plans are reviewed termly by the SENDCo and Class Teacher, following an Assess, Plan, Do, Review cycle, children are actively encouraged to contribute to all stages of the Individual Support Plan cycle. 

How will both you and I know how my child is doing and how will you help me to support my child’s learning?

Every teacher sends out an overview of their class topic each half term which you will receive via Parentmail. Updates on classroom learning will also be found on your school Seesaw or Google Classroom account. In addition to parent evenings, you will be kept regularly informed of your child’s progress by agreeing and sharing your child’s Individual Support Plan targets with the class teacher. This will identify the next steps for your child to make progress, which can be supported at home. Progress will be monitored and reviewed termly to ensure that both you and your child can express your views and are fully involved in decisions. Regular contact may be communicated through emails, telephone calls and face to face meetings.

What support is available for ensuring the emotional and social development of pupils with SEND (Special Educational Needs and Disabilities)?
At Bosham Primary School we are committed to building strong relationships with every child. The SENDCo takes additional responsibility for building a relationship with each child on the SEND register in order for the children to feel free to share emotional and social concerns, and to build strategies together in order to solve problems. Where it is felt that the child requires a tailored programme of support to develop their emotional skills, they will be referred to our school’s Emotional Literacy Support Assistant, Mrs Cox. Mrs Cox will provide a dedicated 40 minute 1-1 session weekly to enable the child to talk freely about their feelings and develop new skills to regulate their emotions. 
We teach the Zones of Regulation at Bosham Primary School. This is a curriculum based around the use of four colours to help children self-identify how they are. The curriculum also helps children better understand their emotions, sensory needs and thinking patterns and recognise how to self-regulate.
As part of West Sussex Early Help support we also work with Family Support Workers who can provide a holistic approach to some of the difficulties that families face beyond school, they work within school and with families at home.
We are a fully inclusive school with a detailed behaviour policy that enables children to be aware of our high expectations. We work closely with those children who struggle to manage their behaviour appropriately to ensure that they have opportunities to express themselves appropriately.

What specialist services are available at or access by the school?

Where specialist support is required the SENDCo can refer children to specialist outside agencies. These services include:
· Speech & Language Therapy Service 
This service offers a range of advice and activities for children and families for those with speech and language difficulties.
· Educational Psychologist Service
The aim of the Educational Psychologist Service is to promote the development and learning of all children through the application of psychology.
· Child Development Centre in Chichester
This centre provides a multi-disciplinary assessment and therapy for children with special needs.  This service is referred to when paediatrician involvement is required.
· Physiotherapy Service 
This is a team of physiotherapists working with children, young people and their families.  They see children with a range of physical conditions causing pain or discomfort, loss of mobility or function which impact upon the child’s quality of life.  Their physiotherapists offer treatment and advice to children at home, in nursery or school, at respite care homes and at the Child Development Centre.
· Occupational Therapy Service 
This service helps people with a physical impairment to live more independently.  They can often support by providing exercises to support the development of fine and gross motor skills.
· Learning Behaviour Advisory Team / Autism and Social Communication Team
These teams are made up of Advisory Teachers who have a range of specialist skills and experience in behaviour and learning.  Within the teams, there are also teachers who specialise in working with children with social communication difficulties such as Autism and ADHD.
· Child and Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMHS)
CAMHS staff operate a consultation line and will offer advice as to whether a child should be referred for specialist support.  Their work is focused towards highly vulnerable children and young people.
· Early Help 
This team support families that are in difficulties and wherever possible preventing crisis being reached, they work within school and at home.  Support is coordinated through an Early Help Plan and regular Team Around the Family meetings are held to support joined up agency working along with the family’s needs and wishes.

What training are the staff supporting children with special educational needs having?
We regularly review the quality of teaching for all pupils.  This includes identifying particular patterns of need within the school, reviewing and if necessary improving teachers’ understanding of the strategies to identify and support vulnerable pupils and their knowledge of the SEND most frequently encountered.  
The SENDCOs of each school within the Bourne Locality meet together each term to share good practice and this is a strength of our group of schools. 

Staff members have recently received training regarding:
· Supporting pupils with Autism
· Concrete, pictorial and abstract representations of mathematics
· Live marking and feedback
· Little Wandle phonics teaching
· First Aid and administering Epi-Pen (annual)
· Dyscalculia – Supporting pupils in maths
· Speech and Language support

How will my child be included in activities outside the classroom, including school trips?
It is the school’s policy to enable every child to participate as fully as possible in all elements of the wider curriculum. We ensure that all children attend school trips and residential visits with support as appropriate. Where necessary, the school will meet with parents and carers to discuss individual needs prior to any visit or activity. We prepare the children for the trip using additional individual resources such as visual timetables and social stories where there is a need. 



How accessible is Bosham Primary School?
Our single storey school building is wheelchair friendly with a disabled toilet and shower available. We have a disabled parking space with easy access to the school building and playgrounds. If you or your child have any other disability, please enquire so we can provide reasonable adjustments to suit your needs.

How will the school prepare and support my child to join the school and transfer to a new one?
When you apply for a place for your child at the school, we encourage you to share your concerns about your child’s special educational needs or pass on information about any specialist support or agencies already working with you. We will contact any previous educational establishments for relevant information. Any practical arrangements can then be discussed and put in place.
No child will be refused admission to our school on the basis of their special educational need, providing the school can meet the child’s needs having made all reasonable adaptations.  We operate within the West Sussex County Council Admissions Policy.  Details are available on www.westsussex.gov.uk
For most children with special educational needs or disabilities applications are made in the usual way via West Sussex County Council.  However, if an Education Health and Care plan is held, the Special Education Needs Assessment Team are responsible for making placements.
Children joining our school at the beginning of their Reception year are, wherever possible, visited in their previous setting, offered a home visit and they are invited to visit us so we are able to ensure a positive start in school. 
We work closely with our local secondary school providers, this often includes additional transfer visits and inviting staff to visit your child in school. Information regarding SEND pupils is shared by our school SENDCo with the SENDCo of the receiving school.

How are parents involved in the school?  How can I be involved?
We always welcome and appreciate parental support and engagement.  Here are some suggested ways that you can engage with the school.
· Parent consultations
· Parent questionnaires
· Newsletters
· Homework
· Celebration of work ‘open afternoons’
· Parent workshops
· We have parental representation on our Governing Body.
· We request parental involvement on all Individual Support Plans for our SEND pupils.

We also welcome volunteers from our community to support children in school with 1-1 reading and school trips.  Please contact the school office if you can support us in any way.

What do I do if I have a complaint?
We always recommend in the first instance, to discuss the issue with the class teacher and SENDCO. The Headteacher is also available if necessary. If there is still no resolution then please note that arrangements for handling complaints from parents of children with SEND about the school’s support are within the scope of the school’s complaints procedure. Where parents have specific complaints about the Education Health and Care Plan (EHCP) procedures, or about the content of their child’s EHCP, they should be referred to the Local Authority. This is in accordance with the SEND Code of Practice.

Who can I contact for further information?
West Sussex Local Authority have a dedicated website, https://westsussex.local-offer.org/ where you can find out about their ‘Local Offer’. The West Sussex Local Offer helps you find information about local services, support and events for children and young people aged 0 – 25 years who have special educational needs or disabilities (SEND).
